About Imperial Park

The reception for the complex is reached by turning left out of the house, left again at the end of the row, then straight downhill. 

On the ground floor of this building, there is also an internet café, tokens for which can be purchased from reception. The reception area is Wi-fi enabled for personal laptops, iphones and ipods.

On the lower ground floor, there is a bar to your right and a restaurant to your left. The restaurant is open for breakfast, lunch and dinner. It  operates a “fixed price” structure, with half-price meals for children under 12. This means that all drink (including alcohol) is included. It is a buffet-style restaurant, but with meat and fish cooked freshly and on request at the servery. The restaurant represents extremely good value and the food is of a high standard, with generous opening and closing times. 

The bar serves light snacks; crisps and toasted sandwiches, as well as all cold and hot drinks. If ordering drinks for the pool, you must ask them to provide these in a plastic cup, as glass is not allowed by the pool areas. 

From June-August inclusive, there is an additional poolside cafeteria and an additional bar in the middle of the pools. When these are open, hot snacks will not be available at the main bar, although drinks are available at all times.

Every summer, the resort employs an energetic and dedicated animation team. The team organises adult and children’s entertainment throughout the day and entertainment on the top terrace/bar area every evening. For a small fee/deposit, table tennis bats and balls can be hired, as well as putting sticks and boules. 
On the floor below the bar is the Spa. The Spa is owned by the prestigious Balnearia group and operates as a separate entity to the hotel. However there are always special deals available for Imperial Park guests and the spa and beauty treatments are all excellent. It is proving to be a very popular addition to the complex and so it is advisable to book ahead in order to get an appointment, especially for the beauty treatments. 

As you exit the bar towards the pool area, if you turn left, at the other end of the complex, there is a launderette and games room. Tokens for the laundry can be bought at reception.  

The Pools

The quieter pools (favoured by adults!) are situated on the upper level. There is a water slide in the children’s pool on the lowest level. The power for this is switched on for an hour at a time, a couple of times a day. Reception will advise on timings. The pools open at 10a.m. each day. 

The pools are supervised by life-guards and they observe the rules pretty strictly – so no jumping off the rocks! 

The Mini- Bus

Reception will provide a timetable for the courtesy mini-bus, which runs from Imperial Park to the harbour, town and beaches and back, four times a day. Reception asks that you pre-book the bus the day before. 

Taxis can also be booked from reception at any time.
